Jennifer Brinkman
Jennifer Brinkman, Program Manager with the Tennessee Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence, has been working in the sexual assault and domestic violence fields for over 12 years. At the Coalition, Jennifer works closely with the Domestic Violence State Coordinating Council and the Victims of Crime State Coordinating Council.  She supervises the Program Specialists.

Elizabeth Edmondson is currently serving as a Program Specialist for the Tennessee Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence providing training and technical assistance to communities statewide.  Elizabeth earned her B.S.W from Middle Tennessee State University.  While working on her degree, Elizabeth worked part time at the YWCA domestic violence shelters in Williamson and Davidson Counties and interned at the TeenPEACE program of the Domestic Violence Intervention Center. Training Policy

Effective January 1, 2006

· Registration must be made 48 hours prior to the workshop/meeting/training.

Turn RIGHT onto 10TH AVE N, <.1 miles - End at 330 10th Ave N

From the South on I-65:

Take I-65 N toward HUNTSVILLE / NASHVILLE

Merge onto I-40 W / I-65 N via EXIT 82B on the LEFT toward KNOXVILLE, 1 mile

Take EXIT 209 toward CHURCH ST / CHARLOTTE AVE. .2 miles

(There are exits 209A, 209B and 209 – take the plain 209 exit with no letter)

Turn RIGHT onto CHARLOTTE AVE, .3 miles

Turn RIGHT onto 10TH AVE N, <.1 miles - End at 330 10th Avenue N

TSU is on the LEFT

From the North on I-65:

Take I-65 S toward NASHVILLE

Merge onto I-40 E / I-65 S via EXIT 84B toward MEMPHIS, 1 miles

Take EXIT 209 toward US-70 / CHARLOTTE AVE, .1 miles

(There are exits 209A, 209B and 209 – take the plain 209 exit with no letter)

Stay STRAIGHT to go onto 14TH AVE N, <.1 miles

Turn LEFTonto CHARLOTTE AVE/US-70/TN-24. Continue to follow CHARLOTTE AVE .3 miles

Turn RIGHT onto 10TH AVE N, <.1 miles - End at 330 10th Ave N
