Former U.S. Surgeon General to be Honored at Meharry Medical College   

WHO: David Satcher, M.D., Ph.D., former U.S. Surgeon General under the Clinton Administration and the eighth President and CEO of Meharry Medical College (1982-1993), current Director of the Satcher Health Leadership Institute at Morehouse School of Medicine
WHAT:  Meharry Medical College will honor David Satcher, M.D., Ph.D. with a portrait in his likeness to be unveiled in the Compton Nelson Auditorium as part of the Presidential Portrait Project

WHY: Dr. Satcher has spent his lifetime improving health policy and cultivating leadership and diversity in the public health sector. When he was appointed the 16th Surgeon General of the United States by President Bill Clinton in 1998, Satcher presented reports to the President on tobacco use and suicide prevention. He also sought to eliminate race-based health disparities and urged honest debate on mental health. In his role as the eighth President of Meharry, Satcher recruited new faculty members, strengthened the College’s academic standing and ensured the financial security of both the school and its teaching hospital.
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
