Students match at a rate of 85 percent exceeding the overall match rate for all applicants
 
(Nashville, Tenn.) – (March 18, 2010) – Meharry Medical College seniors have been selected for prestigious postgraduate residency training programs across the United States during National Match Day.  Students matched at residency programs at United States’ teaching hospitals such as Yale-New Haven Hospital (New Haven, Conn.), Baylor College of Medicine (Houston), Temple University Hospital (Philadelphia), Tulane University (New Orleans),Einstein/Montefiore Medical Center (Bronx, N.Y.) and Harvard University (Boston).  Over 30,000 applicants entered this year’s Match. 
Meharry’s overall match rate for the 2010 class of graduating seniors exceeds the national match rate of 71.2 percent for all applicants. 
In the area of primary care, 50% (43) of the Class of 2010 matched into the following specialties: Internal Medicine, Pediatrics, Obstetrics & Gynecology, Family Medicine and Internal Medicine-Pediatrics.
In a standing room only ceremony, in the Compton-Nelson Auditorium on Meharry’s campus, students shouted, yelled and cried tears of joy as they discovered where they will spend their next few years training.
“I am very elated about Match Day and I couldn’t have done this without the support of the Meharry faculty and staff,” said DuMetz Scott, a 4th year medical student who was matched Thursday at Harvard South Shore with a specialty in psychiatry.  Scott is excited to follow in the footsteps of his late father Hubert Scott, M.D., ’78, who also specialized in psychiatry.
