MEHARRY MEDICAL COLLEGE OFFERS HARD HAT TOUR OF BUILDING RESTORATION 

Lyttle Hall was built in 1930 and is on the National Register of Historic Places
 
May 17, 2011 ---Meharry Medical College is inviting the media on a hard hat tour of Hulda Margaret Lyttle Hall on Wednesday, May 18 at 2 p.m.

Built in 1930, Lyttle Hall is undergoing a historic restoration. The building originally housed nurses, but had been used for classroom and office before it was closed in 1992 due to deteriorating conditions.

Renovations began in this month and plans are to give the building a more up to date look while maintaining its historical appearance and character. Hulda Margaret Lyttle Hall is one of the oldest of 21 buildings on Meharry’s campus. The three-story building has 32,100-square-foot of space.
 
The structure was placed in the National Register of Historic Places by the National Park Service of the United States Department of the Interior on July 27, 1998. It is named for Hulda Lyttle, first Black nurse to pass the Tennessee state board nursing examination in 1915.
The project is funded by a grant from the National Parks Service of the U.S. Department of the Interior; additional funds were acquired from a Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU) American Recovery and Reinvestment Act stimulus enriched grant.
